Bude/Stratton/Poughill area - £150 half day (hire period is 4 
hours) 
     

- £300 full day (hire period is 8 
hours) 

 
Conditions: 
 

1. The hire period commences when the vehicle leaves the Town 
Council depot i.e. it includes the travel time to get to the hire 
location 

 
2. The minimum hire period is 4 hours 
 
3. An additional fuel cost will be levied if the hire location is outside 

the Bude/Stratton/Poughill area. The hirer will be informed what 
that charge will be when the booking is taken 

 
4. Included in the hire charge is a fully trained and insured operative 

whose sole task is to deliver the vehicle to the location and operate 
the lifting mechanism. The operative is unable to assist with any 
other tasks 

 
5. Due to insurance issues self drive and self operation are not 

permitted 
 

6. An additional premium is payable if the vehicle is required for use 
on a Saturday and/or Sunday and such bookings are dependant
